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APPLICATION PROCEDURES

All requests are reviewed and evaluated by The Rider-Pool Foundation’s Executive Director. Final approval is determined by the
Foundation’s Board of Trustees. Proposals are accepted throughout the calendar year. Awards are made for unsolicited
proposals twice a year. For consideration for funding by June 1st, proposals must be submitted by April 1st. For consideration
for funding by November 1st, proposals must be submitted by August 15th. Requests should be as concise as possible and
include:

A description of need

Specific objectives (what you plan to accomplish with the funds)

A work plan to accomplish these objectives, including a time schedule

A proposed method of evaluating project effectiveness

A fully defined budget that includes all sources of financial support, committed and pending

Evidence of the organization’s not-for-profit tax status

Current Board of Directors (We also like to hear about how your Board reflects the population you serve.)

The Foundation is restricted from providing funds to individuals, legislative or lobbying efforts, political or fraternal
organizations or organizations outside the United States and its territories. The Foundation as a policy does not provide
operating or capital funds to Sectarian institutions, organizations or programs in which funds will be used primarily for
the propagation of religion, hospitals or United Way member agencies. Further, the Foundation does not underwrite
charitable or testimonial dinners, fund-raising events or related advertising or the subsidization of books, mailings or articles in
professional journals.

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ExecuTIVE DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE

Dorothy Rider Pool and Leonard Parker
Pool were active and vibrant participants
in their community. They were generous
contributors of their time and talent to
enrich the quality of life of their beloved
home, the Lehigh Valley. The Rider-Pool
Foundation has the privilege of continuing

the late Mr. and Mrs. Pool’s interests
in public education, human services,
community development, and culture

and arts. This report outlines the most
recent contributions to their legacy of
stewardship.

In 2003-2004, the Trustees invested
$600,750 in 100 grants for the
betterment of the community. In making
these investments, the Trustees look for
leadership, innovation, and leverage.
Documenting a need is insufficient for
funding. The Rider-Pool Foundation Trustees
are particularly interested in supporting
new and groundbreaking efforts to address
challenges to the health and quality of life.

The Trustees’ emphasis on leadership,
innovation, and change stems from their
life experience as students and colleagues
of Leonard and Dorothy Pool and from
their wisdom gleaned from leadership in
civic and community affairs. In particular, it
is noteworthy to highlight a few of the more
recent contributions of two of the Trustees,
Messrs. Ed Donley and Leon C. Holt, Jr.

In 2003, the Foundation received a Lehigh
Valley “Arts Ovation” award for outstanding
contributions to the arts. The Rider-Pool
Foundation is a relatively small funder
of the arts. However, with Leon Holt’s
guidance, we have been strategic in creating
and supporting a growing and vibrant arts
community in the Lehigh Valley.

A planned regional approach to improve
quality of life has been a goal of the civic
leaders of the Lehigh Valley for decades.
A significant catalyst of this effort was
the Lehigh Valley Partnership’s “Spirit of
Investment” study and report of 1998.

This report has served as a blueprint for
areas of improvement in health, housing,
education, and public safety. It stimulated
discussions on a concerted approach to
depleted green space, suburban sprawl,
and the decline of major metropolitan
areas of the region. Leon Holt has served on
the national Committee for Economic
Development. He stimulated dialogue to
develop a collaborative approach to Valley-
wide challenges. The result of this steady
leadership was the “Spirit of Investment.”

In 2003, the Brookings Institution released
a report that stated: “Few states possess
either greater potential or more troubling
history of recent underachievement than
Pennsylvania.” Many of the problems were
particularly acute in the Valley, where the
study found that the region was losing
its young people, getting older, and
experiencing a considerable decline in
well-paying  jobs and  educational
attainment.
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ExecuTivE DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE CONTINUED

In the year to come, the Foundation hopes
to support a regional effort that articulates
a unified vision and develops a regional
collaborative  approach to addressing
the challenges highlighted in the Brookings
Report. This would be a fine ftribute
to the legacy of Dorothy and Leonard
Pool, and much in keeping with the
leadership of Leon C. Holt, Jr. as a Trustee.

Four years ago, the Allentown School
District was at considerable risk of being
placed on the Pennsylvania distressed list,
which would lead to a takeover by the State
Department of Education. Comparable
test scores (PSSAs) were significantly
lower than the state average. Ed Donley
recognized this and rallied the
community. He committed considerable
time and identify  best
practices for education reform and recruit
key leadership necessary to lead a
revitalization effort. He encouraged the
Foundation to commit considerable
resources to this improvement effort,
all the while insisting on measurable,
accountable results for the private

investments  raised. He served as
honorary chair for a community-wide
fundraising effort, which raised over
$2.5 million to support the work
of the organization he founded:
The Allentown School Districc Community
Council. The children of Allentown
are considerably better off now than
they were five years ago, due in
large measure to the vision and
energy of Ed Donley.

Over the next two years, the Foundation
hopes to stimulate and support initiatives
that will address some key community
challenges: 1) programs to address the
findings of the Brookings Report, particularly
with regard to education and environment,
2) improved child health, particularly
through innovative programs in school-
based health clinics, 3) improved early
childhood education, especially as it
is linked with K-12 public education,
4) development of a Regional Public Health
Department, and 5) support for linkages
between arts and culture and community
and economic development.

These values help shape the focus of
The Rider-Pool Foundation.

Historically, Foundation grant awards
have not exceeded $100,000. Projects are
generally funded for one year but multi-year

requests may be submitted where

Mosser Village
Family Center

The mission of Mosser
Village Family Center
is “to seek to build
trust, relationships and
communications among neighbors and
utilize existing assets and resources to
build stronger families and a stronger
community for the good of one another.”
The  Center provides  educational,
social and recreational services as well
as emergency food/clothing bank and
informational referral for physical and
behavioral health. Over the past few years,
the Center has been temporarily located at
St. Joseph’s Lutheran Church and in trailers
provided by the City of Allentown at
Keck Park. Support from The Rider-Pool
Foundation helped Mosser Village Family
Center relocate to its permanent, new home
in the renovated “pool house” in Keck Park
in the Summer of 2004.

The Hillside School

The Hillside School is
an educational
institution for children
of average or above
intelligence with
learning disabilities (Kindergarten through
6th grade).  Students come from 30
different school districts in Pennsylvania.
Staff  addresses  learning  disabilities
through a variety of strategies and
techniques  including the use of
assistive technology which incorporates
computer hardware and software that
helps students read and comprehend
at a level necessary to thrive in a
typical classroom sefting. Most students
are eventually transitioned back into
typical classroom settings in other public or
private schools.

Northampton
Community College

As part of its 35th
Anniversary Endowment
Campoaign, Northampton
Community College
has developed a leadership program
for college age students for the Lehigh
Valley. The program contains four key
components - understanding community,
leadership development, observation of
not-for-profit boards and volunteerism.
The intent of the program is to increase
student appreciation of self as a member of
the community through service learning and
to subsequently have the student become
active in civic life.

Boys and Girls Club of Allentown (BGCA)
is dedicated to ensuring the community
disadvantaged youth have greater acces
to quality programs and services tha
will enhance their lives and shape thei
futures. BGCA currently serves over 3,60(
children through its six locations (6th Street,
Allentown Housing Authority at Little Lehigh, ;
Cumberland Gardens and Hanover Acres/ T~
Riverview Terrace, the Teen Institute on 7th

Street and 13th and Turner Streets).

In June 2002, BGCA developed the Make -
Your M.A.RK. (Motivated Academically
Ready Kids) program to improve areas of
academic weakness. Make Your M.A.R.K.
now provides low income school-aged
youth  with individualized prescriptive
curriculum in math and language arts/
reading and serves over 400 youth in eight
locations in Allenfown and Bethlehem
The curriculum is in alignment with the
Allentown School District and Pennsylvania
standards for teaching and has been
endorsed by Allentown School District >
officials.

Lehigh University

Zoellner Arts Center at Lehigh University
offers theater, music and performing arts,
ranging from mainstream and classical
to the more avant-garde.

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HIGHLIGHTS

Lehigh Valley Child Care, Inc.

Lehigh Valley Child Care, Inc. (LVCC)
is a private, nonprofit child care
corporation that has been providing

comprehensive child care services and
developmental programs with well-trained
staff to all families needing care for
over 30 years. LVCC offers center-based
child care for infant, toddler, pre-school,
kindergarten and school aged children
(after school programs) through 20
different sites throughout the
Valley. Many of those served by LVCC are
eligible for assistance for child care since
they meet federal poverty guidelines.
However, long waiting lists can delay
funding for 2-3 months and
dramatically reduce employment
opportunities thus creating a vicious
cycle of work/child supervision problems.
Lehigh Valley Child Care assists families in
accessing child care while they are on the
waiting list. Support from The Rider-Pool
Foundation facilitates LVCC's efforts.

New Bethany
Ministries

New Bethany Ministries
is a faith based not-
for-profit  corporation
whose purpose is to
organize and operate
housing and  social
ministries with related
services for the care
and relief of the
needy, poor, displaced
and other distressed
persons. They do this through a trqnsmonal
housing program, a single room
occupancyprogram,twoapartmenthouses, a
hospitality  center/kitchen,  employment
program, pastoral care and representative
payee program. New Bethany owns five
buildings, employs 17 people and benefits
from the service of hundreds of regular
volunteers. Previously deferred
maintenance  projects were  recently
completed with support from The Rider-Pool
Foundation.

The Program for
Women and
Families, Inc.

The Program for
Women and Families
provides a range of
services for women who are involved in
the criminal justice system, including
work release programs for incarcerated
women, transitional housing for
women recently released from prison
and counseling to reduce the rate of
recidivism. As a community-based
alternative  to  incarceration in  the
Lehigh Valley, the Day Reporting Program
was designed to be a comprehensive,
psycho-educational program that meets
the needs of the women offenders it
serves. Resources from The Rider-Pool
Foundation helped support the aftercare
services such as Employment Counseling
and Parent Aide and for evaluation
of the Day Reporting Program.
